Digging Deeper Revelation 22 — 4/12/26

Go back and at read Revelation 1-3 and 21-22. Jesus reveals Himself to the Churches, speaks personally to
them and promises rewards to those who overcome.... We see some of these eternal rewards in 21-22.

Consider the possible messages to each individual church, the promises of rewards, and what it will look
like in eternity for those who overcome.

In these letters to these churches, we find some great nuggets to help us to understand what running the
race looks like for the faithful follower of Christ.

Ephesus —2:1-7 — Love God - {Obey God = Love God, Love Others_

Smyrna - 2:8-11 — Stay faithful in times of suffering and hardship.

Pergamum — 2:12-17 — Do not compromise the Word of God.

Thyatira — 2:18-29 — Do not tolerate sin! Do not turn a blind eye to sin.

Sardis — 3:1-6 — Don’t live on past reputation.

Philadelphia - 3:7-13 — Stay pure in a corrupt culture, relax and trust in God to use you, don’t try to do it

yourself. Don’t think you are useless in the kingdom of God.
Laodicea - 3:14-22 — Get excited about what is important and recognize it is all about God. Don’t get high

on yourself and full of pride.

** This book has not been about scary, mysterious prophecy, to make people worry and argue, this book
has been an amazing pep talk from God. A book of great encouragement, from God, to His people and it
teaches us one last time that God His Grace wants to reward, not punish.

Our mission is not to run
people off, but to invite people to come to Jesus, no matter what their condition.

THE GRACE OF JESUS BE WITH ALL GOD’S HOLY PEOPLE! (Think about the importance of grace, without
grace, we are hopeless, lost and doomed!)
