What are the essentials?

GOD

God is the Creator and Ruler of the Universe. He has eternally existed in three personalities:
the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit. These three are co-equal and are one God.

JESUS CHRIST

Jesus Christ is the Son of God. He is co-equal with the Father, Jesus lived a sinless life and
offered Himself as the perfect sacrifice for the sins of all people by dying on a cross. He
arose from the dead after three days to demonstrate His power over sin and death. He
ascended to Heaven'’s glory and will return again someday to earth to reign as King of Kings
and Lord of Lords.

When we turn from our self-ruled life and turn to
Jesus in faith we are saved. Eternal life begins the moment one receives Jesus Christ into his
life by faith.

ETERNAL SECURITY

Because God gives us eternal life through Jesus Christ, the true believer is secure in that
salvation for eternity.

It is the
grace and keeping power of God that gives us this security.
